Purpose
The purpose of this first Pascal programming assignment is:

· to learn basic Pascal syntax, 

· to learn how to use simple constructs of Pascal, 

· to learn how to do simple I/O in Pascal, 

· to learn how to write procedures and functions in Pascal. 

Program Statement
Write a Pascal program that prompts the user for all the disk parameters (plus a disk name) mentioned in page of  (Salzberg, 1988). Once the parameters are read, it prompts the user  a second time for the number of blocks that need to be accessed and prints out the average random and sequential access times for reading the specified number of blocks.

Requirements
You must use at least two functions or procedures in your program. You should use value and reference parameters to pass arguments to these functions. 

Hints 

You can use the Turbo Pascal compiler v3.01 to compile and run your programs.
