Write a program using PASCAL to create and process a small database for the following 

address book. The data are to be stored in a file of records. The program should print 

0. a sign-on message and then print a menu with the following user options:

1. Print the menu.

2. Create an address database (all data input from the console and stored in the file of  records.

3. Create an address database (all data input from a text data file).

4. Sort the data by name.

5. Print all address book data sorted by name.

6. Search for an address book record (by name).

7. Insert a new address book record. 

8. Delete an address book record.

9. Exit.

Write all of the procedures that allow the above choices. Use any sorting technique of your 

Choice. The user should be allowed to continue making selections until choice 8 is selected.
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
